In early morning, 100 

greybeard golfing veterans 

representing 33 of MISGA’s 60 

member clubs climbed into their 

automobiles and hit the motorways of 

Delaware, Maryland and Pennsylvania 

to do battle for the highly coveted title of MISGA’s individual Gross and Net Grand Champion.  

However, dear old Mother Nature decided to toy with the gallant warriors.  She threatened 

them with an overcast sky and sprinkled them with a few drops of rain for about two holes 

near the end. The temperature ranged from the high 70s to the low 80s.  As is the norm, 

Norbeck’s fabulous course was in immaculate playing condition with neatly manicured tee 

boxes, fairways, greens and untroublesome roughs.  From the forward (gold tees), the par 72 

course measured 5,790 yards with a course rating of 68.1 and a slope of 124.  Playing time 

ranged from “first in” at 4 hours & 30 minutes to a “last in” at 5 hours. 

The PP-ABCD tournament was established in 1991 to recognize and honor MISGA’s past 

presidents who had devoted so much of their time and effort to promote the mission and 

objectives of our seniors’ golfing organization.  This year, three past presidents were able to 

attend and participate in the event.  L-R below, they are:  Dr. Tom Tarpley (2006), C. J. 

Myers (1997) & Tom Taylor (2011). 
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After all the scores were attested and posted, two wily veteran golfers had tied for the 

Gross crown by shooting a blazing 74.  Whereupon, Jeff Allen (Hog Neck - Div III) and Len 

Moyer (Hobbit’s Glen - Div. IV)  were carted out to the hole #1 tee box for a sudden-death 

playoff (par 4 - 351 yards - #15 handicap hole) .   On the green, Allen sank a birdie putt to capture 

the Gross Grand Champion title, trophy and a $100 gift certificate.
